Perennial & Shrub

Feed Formula
In a wheelbarrow, use a shovel to mix
up 1/3 each:
e peat moss or compost
e 10-10-10 with trace elements
e  cottonseed meal
Apply a half cup to the soil beneath
smaller perennial plants, and 1 cup per
shrub (2 cups for really large ones)
around the drip line, where the rain wa-
ter falls off the leaves around the edges
of the plant. Do not get it on the plant
itself. Dig it in or cover it with mulch.

WHY ORGANIC GARDENS?
By Richard V. Clemence

A sucecessful amateur states his side of this ocontroversisal subject.

Organic gardening is not & new system; it is as old as agriculture. Only the name i1s new or,
shall we say, compargtively new.

First, I will state the basic principle of organiec gardening. It is very straightforward and
simpls: Let natural processes do the work. Study these processes, try to understand them, and
uss this knowledge to produce results. The basic principle also frowns upon the use of inorganiec
chemicals, poison dusts, sprays, and sc on., To the zealous organic pardensr, the wuse of such
materials is inconsistent with the principle upon which the system is founded. It is in this matter
of prineipla that so many begimmers go wrong and on which so much misunderstanding sxists,

The beginner, having accepted the fundamental concept, is prone to mske a fetish of it. To
him, organic gardening is nature’s way., Gardening practices take on a moral flavor and he regards
the poorest organic garden as preferabls to any other.

More experienced gardeners, being already accustomed to judging methods by results, are not
likely to get unduly worked up over questions of principle. They adopt an organic practice be-
cause they perceive an advantapge in some specific feature, such as mulching. For $he rest, they
tend to use technigues patterned after commercial farming.

What both beginners and experienced gardeners often misz is the faet that the basic principle
of organic gardening is derived, not from philegophical speculation, but from practieal garden
experience., Tha story really goes bat¢k a generation or more.
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Yorty years age ali gardening was organic gardening. The name wasntt used, 8s there waa no
other method, Fertilizer then was chisfly manure, supplemanted by animal derivatives sold by
meat packers and rendering plants. All these organic substances were cheap and were applied to
gardens with a lavish hand., What results ware obtained? Few reliable records are available, but
anyone old enough to remember the typical home vegetable garden usually has two strong impresaions.
First, yields wera heavy and small pardens supplied aven large families with an abundance of faod
t0 sat fresh and to store., Second; and more remarkable, insect pests and plant diseases were
virtually unknown.

Anyons too young to recall these days may think I am dreaming of the fond memories of my
youth, But these recollections can be supported by facts.

Forty years ago there were more than twenty millicn herses on American farms, and in our towns
and citiea there were at least forty million more. Thess animals produced manure snough to covar
more than thirty million ascres of land., In additlorn, & great volume of organic fertlilizers was
yielded by the carcasses of dead horses.

The automobile and other power squipment eliminzted this sourts of organic fertilizers. As
the machine displaced the horse, the manufacture of chemical fertilizers boomed. At the same timas,
because of large scale; single-crop farming, insect pests and plant dliseases appsared as serious
threats %o commercial agriculture; and chemical dusts and sprays Wwere devised to combat them,
Since then; the growing of fruits and vegetables for profit has increasingly bacome & sclentific
endeavor., The farmsr with supsrior education and training who kesps in touch with hiz expsriment
station and other scurces of information can make money. Few others can; sxcept with good luck.

It would appear, upon hasty examinatlion, that the procedures followsd by commercial farmers
have heen largaly forcad upon them by circumstances bayond their control. The question arlsea as
to what gardening might be like for pmople outside this sphare of influsnce. Instead of aping
the tecthniquest of commercial growers and trying to improve on their results, why not go back to
the gardening methods of our youth and sse what can be done with tlhem? Were the big yields and
absence of pests and disesse & part of history to which we cannot return? Or were they logieal
consequences of practices that may be repeated at any time? There is an sasy way to find out.

Tha wonder is that so few have thought to try it and ses,

For my part, I decided that the only fair trial would bs an all-out attempt to plant the sort
of garden father had, and pretend thst there had bean no advances since his day; that is, use no
sprays or dusta and no chemical fertilizer, and sit tight until the outcome was known, Frankly,

I expected nothing much.

For ymars I had followed up-to-date msthods ard had done better than many of my neighbors.
But now I was astonished to find that my yields had substantially incressed and that diserses
and pests were not a problem. But, like any experienced gardener, I was wary of hasty optimism,
realizing thet proceduress that work well one year may newr do so again.

On the other hand, as I began to think mora about traditicnal methoda, I began to ses possi-
bilities. From what I knew about soil, I thought that the heavy application of manure might encour-
sge the development of organisms that would feed plants and protect them against sericus harm from
insects and disease. If so, a year or two more of the same kind of gardening might pay large
dividends, and I decided to continues. T kept records sach year, and could give results in detail.
All that counts is that I shortly became an organic gardener by returning to traditional methods
and trying to improve upon them wherever possible.

The case for the organic principle rests, not on appeals to emotion, but on the returns it
yields. T regularly grow vegetables of the highest quality on an arsa of about 5,000 square feet.
The ylelds are at least as large as the ones I remember from my youth, and I am sure that I re-
call thess with reasonable accuracy. Improvements on the old techniques consist mainly of scono-
miecs of space and labor. My crops are very closely packed and returns per gquars foot are far
above the average. Apart from harvesting, I spend an average of less than thres minutas a day on
the gardsn throughout the seasen.

My notlon of gardening with nature is that I should put the seeds where I wani the crops and
that nature should do everything else. DBeyond planting and a littles thinning snd mulehing, I do
no work whetever. If anyone alse is peiting better returns with less effort by some cthar method
of gardening, T should like to hear from him.
